The History of Physics

The history of physics begins with Galileo. Before Galileo it was thought, that there were different
laws for celestial and terrestrial bodies, and for living and dead matter. There was no science to explain
the changes in the movements of bodies.

Galileo, and later Descartes, introduced the fundamental concepts of physics. They showed that the
laws of motion are the same for dead and living matter. Galileo introduced two principles which made
mathematical physicspossible: the law of inertia and the parallelogram law.

Later Newton made a great contribution to the development of physics in his famous book, Princip-
ia («Hauanay). He developed infinitesimal calculus (ananu3 OeckoneuHo mainbix BenuunH). He applied
the basic ideas of dynamics, the equations of motion, the ideas of momentum, inertia, mass and accelera-
tion to large bodies like the Earth and the Moon to explain the structure and motion of the Universe.

Until the end of the 19th century Newton's principles were considered to be absolutely true for all
cases. The first revolutionary novelty was Planck's introduction of the quantum constant h to explain the
structure and behaviour of atoms in 1900. Another departure from Newton's principles followed in 1905
when Einstein published his special theory of relativity. These important discoveries gave rise to many



new branches of physics — particle physics, nuclear physics, neutron physics, quantum physics and many
others.

Now we can see a great convergence of sciences. Physics is now penetrating all the other parts of
science. This is now evident in the names of new hybrid subjects, such as physical chemistry, chemical
physics, biophysics, computational physics, and so on.

Greenpeace petitions Russian court for ship’s release

Greenpeace has filed a complaint against Russian authorities over their refusal to allow the environmental
organization to inspect its ship, which has been in Russian custody for over five months.

The Arctic Sunrise icebreaker has been held in the northern port city of Murmansk since September when
it was detained in international waters, along with all 30 people on board, during a Greenpeace protest
over Arctic oil drilling.

Russia dropped all charges against the so-called Arctic 30 in December as part of a presidential amnesty,
but investigators have refused to release the ship, citing the need to examine computer evidence found on
board.

Greenpeace filed a complaint to a St. Petersburg court and a formal petition to the Investigative Commit-
tee this week, calling on Russian authorities to release the ship and for access to evaluate the vessel’s
condition after the organization’s request to inspect it in October was denied.

“The International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea ordered an immediate release of the vessel more than
three months ago,” Greenpeace said in a statement.

“The ship has been left in freezing conditions, likely without the necessary maintenance.”

Greenpeace said that though personal items belonging to the 30 people on board remained on the Arctic
Sunrise, investigators have refused to name a timeframe for the ship’s release.

Scientist says Russian meteorite stored incorrectly

The largest surviving fragment of a meteor that entered Earth’s atmosphere in a fiery blaze over
Russia last year will quickly deteriorate unless it is properly preserved, a scientist warned Tuesday.



The meteorite chunk was recovered from a lake in October near the Urals city of Chelyabinsk,
which it impacted last February. Local residents reported feeling intense heat from the dramatic fireball,
which injured over 1,500 people, mostly due to glass shattered by its shockwave.

The fragment, weighing 540 kilograms, now sits on display at a regional museum in the city.

But Victor Grokhovsky, an assistant professor at the Urals Federal University, said a museum is not
a suitable holding place for a meteorite.

“To prevent its deterioration, it should be placed under glass with a moisture-absorbing substance or
varnished. Otherwise it will not stay long in its present form,” he said.

The Chelyabinsk meteorite, which released several times more energy than the atomic bomb
dropped on Hiroshima, is composed mostly of stone with some iron content.

The deputy science director of the museum in which it is being kept said earlier this month that
around 20 liters of water had evaporated from the fragment, which now appears rust-colored. He said that
the discoloration has caused some visitors to doubt the meteorite’s authenticity.

It isn’t only scientists that are worried about the meteorite.

The founder of a religious movement that idolizes the meteorite said in September that only the
“psychic priests” of his church were qualified to handle it and warned that any mistreatment of the object
could lead to disastrous results for mankind.
