Teenage “Girls Too Embarrassed” to Keep Fit

Most teenage girls want to be fitter and lose weight, but fewer than half do any weekly
exercise, according to research.

A study due to be published also found that fewer than half of all young people eat any
fresh fruit daily despite Government recommendations.

It found that the very reason that girls want to exercise more inhibits them/ They want to
exercise to improve their appearance, but many do not because they do not like the way that they
look while exercising.

Helen Haste, a professor of psychology at Bath University and the author of the report ‘My
Body, My Self’, to be published this month by the Nestle Social Research Foundation, said:
“Work has been done before on young people’s behavior in relation to health, but we were
interested in their attitudes to health, fitness and exercise.
